For the first time, Arsenal Study Support students have
been able to work on site at the club’s new stadium.

The sharing of provision between both sites has proved to
be highly successful. PfS now takes place at both the new
‘Red Zone’ Learning Centre at the Emirates Stadium and
at Holloway School. Arsenal Study Support continues

to be based in excellent premises at Holloway School.
However 2008 will present new challenges as the school
undergoes extensive rebuilding work.

The centre also manages the Ben Hollioake Learning
Centre at the Brit Oval in Lambeth. This has enabled
staff to improve on their expertise by working across
both centres and also to meet different challenges.

Daytime use continues to flourish and the centre continues
to have excellent links with local schools and organisations
within Islington. There is, in particular, a specialism in
Gifted and Talented provision, with over seven lessons
weekly to both primary and secondary pupils. The centre
has also entered into an arrangement with Immersive
Education that will see it become a training centre for
such programmes as Kar2ouche, Media Stage and
Mission Maker.

Our award ceremonies this year have continued to be well
attended by the club’s playing staff. We have welcomed
Thomas Rosicky, Emmanuel Eboue and Emmanuel
Adebayor to our functions.
