Batley Bulldogs RLFC

The highlight of our year was becoming the first non-
football, the first rugby and the first ‘small’ club centre
to achieve QISS at Advanced level.

Part of our development has been to customise entrance
and exit tests using Qwizdom and pupils have undertaken
mental maths tests using Education City. Results have
been positive, with overall results of +13% for literacy and
+14% for numeracy skills.

Some of the comments young people have made include:
“I wish | could come everyday”, “I have enjoyed doing maths
and English on the computers, it makes it fun”, “l have
enjoyed working in teams and using the whiteboard”.

In addition to PfS, we have been running daytime sessions
using funding gained from Children’s Fund Kirklees.
Other projects have included:

e The local primary school groups attending during
lunchtime to take part in a newspaper club.

e The local Further Education College has used the centre
to run a course called ‘ICT through Teamwork’ which
encourages adults to develop their IT skills.

e Two local secondary schools ran SATs revision classes
on Saturday mornings.

e During the summer term we worked with
Neighbourhood Enrichment to run a ‘STEPS’ course
on Saturdays working with ‘dads and lads’ to raise their
confidence and self-esteem.

e ESOL classes have been very successful in supporting
local Asian women learning English.
