
The PfS programme at Blackburn Rovers offers pupil-led
learning activities imaginatively developed and proven to
raise literacy, numeracy and ICT skills while making
learning an interactive, fun experience for all.

At the end of 2006, anxious to maintain the centre’s ‘wow’
factor, the club facilitated our relocation to new purpose-
built surrounds in the Darwen End Stand. This investment
was matched under the Quality Development Fund to
allow purchase of ICT equipment thus facilitating
programme development with imaginative use of the
latest hardware technologies to enhance learning.

Led by qualified teachers, sessions benefit from the
assistance of a team of student mentors from local
colleges/high schools who offer support and act as
positive role models for attendees. We work with
approximately 200 young people each week and our
termly celebration events always attract large audiences
of young people, parents, link teachers and club
representatives.

Evaluation undertaken at the end of every cohort
continues to show that the initiative benefits all pupils and
that the expectations of attendees, teachers and parents
of programme impact are invariably exceeded in terms of
attainment, increased self-confidence and motivation –
and enjoyment! The longer-term impact of participation in
PfS at Blackburn has also been independently evidenced.
