PfS sessions operate on four evenings at the Reebok
Stadium with an additional PfS Academy session each
week. Study@BWFC also operates PfS outreach within
four primary schools.

The centre continues to offer activities including control
models and robots, graphic design, animation, music
making, blogging and podcasting.

The centre provides a range of programmes and activities
for schools including:

e Robosoccer

e cyber tours

e accredited peer tutor training

e holiday activities (Off Limits)

e an annual player language evening.

The centre will also be supporting the work of a Double
Club and developing PfS programmes in alternative venues
this year. Our literacy project (RIF) continues to thrive in
collecting old football stories to encourage adult writers.

Staffing includes the centre manager, office manager, ICT
technician, tutors, driver, head learning coach, assistant learning
coaches and peer tutors. The centre also offers a variety of
work experience programmes for young people and PGCE
students and the 12| Coaching Academy for unemployed
members of ethnic minorities to improve employability.

As a contribution to the wider LA study support agenda, the
centre supports the development of the quality standard, QISS,
in local schools. Centre tutors also act as part of the School
Improvement Services’ ICT consultancy team, supporting
local secondary schools in their work to raise standards.
