The décor of the room
emphasises movement and space, with custom designed
work spaces. There are exhibition spaces around the
centre for the young people to show their work.

The centre has been running a highly innovative
photography project this year, linking photography and
poetry with very successful results. The young people’s
work has been exhibited at a local arts centre. The
children took pictures around the theme of pirates and
linked it to a production of Treasure Island.

The centre has purchased Apple iBooks this year to further
enhance the range of learning activities that are offered,
especially focusing on editing images and using them to
promote literacy.

The centre is also hosting a photographic exhibition at a
local church with the theme of My Bristol as part of the
summer programme.

The centre has a high tech feel with the young people
having access to all of the IT that they might need for their
work. There is a strong emphasis on personalised learning
and choice.

The activities provide young people with a range of
opportunities to explore their preferred styles of learning.
