Colchester United FC

The PfS centre at Colchester United opened in September
2006 and is based in the Colchester United Community
Sports Trust Centre. The renovated building provides a
positive, supportive learning environment including full
disabled access, a refectory, and acres of grass pitches
plus a stunning synthetic pitch.

A pilot programme was run in November 2006, followed
by a local launch in January 2007, once PfS became
fully operational.

The centre is staffed by a centre manager supported

by a full-time lead learning tutor and volunteer mentors.
The mentors have been a resounding success and range
from the local community, Colchester United supporters to
elite disabled athletes.

Feedback from parents, pupils and schools has been
extremely positive.

Additionally, the centre has run an ‘Away Leg’ media
project, ‘Playing with Words’, and adult basic skills through
the Neighbourhood Fund and AimHigher days.

Playing for Success has benefited hugely through its
association with the Sports Trust. Its excellent reputation
has opened many partnership and school doors for us.

It is a very exciting time for the football club too. During
the 08/09 season we, the club and the PIS centre, will
move to a new community stadium whilst keeping the

original centre at Shrub End.
