
During the last year, around 260 students, from both
primary and secondary schools, attended Playing for
Success sessions at the Howzat Learning Centre.

Students’ attendance rose from an average of 82% to
93%. A big focus has also been put on the students’
achievements during the programmes. This has resulted
in students achieving on average three out of four of the
targets that they set for themselves at the beginning
of the programme. We have also begun to develop the
curriculum to enable students to take part in personalised
learning.

A successful bid for QDF enabled the centre to purchase a
new pod of desks which has transformed the centre, and
the four new laptops which have handwriting recognition
software on them.
