The Smart Cards Learning Zone is a new build so disabled
access has been integrated to meet building regulations,
additionally suitable provision has been made for both
hearing and visually impaired pupils.

The centre will build on the existing, well-established
football club links with schools, developed through
Football in the Community. As an integral part of the newly
formed Woking Confederation of Schools we will work in
co-operation with schools in the Woking area and more
widely in Surrey, to help raise the attainment and
aspirations of young people in Key Stages 2 and 3 in
literacy, numeracy and ICT skills.

Additionally the centre will contribute to the provision of
extended services through Surrey schools, in line with the
five outcomes of Every Child Matters.

The centre has already formed excellent working
relationships with Woking Gymnastics Club, the David
Lloyd Health and Leisure Club and The Woking Leisure
Centre all of which are situated on the same campus.

Evaluations of the pilot scheme were extremely positive
indicating that the centre is a resource that Woking
youngsters will really benefit from.
